On January 17th, 2017, the second, four-year long trial on a pro-
posed ban of the NPD ended. The German Supreme Court de-
cided  against  the  ban.  A  party  that  seems  too  insignificant  to
prohibit its existence.
A short film on the human tendency to find patterns in noise. A
film  on  conspiracy  theory,  on  the  state  of  the  left,  and  on  how
ideology is transported through the selection of seemingly neu-
tral facts.
The  title  alludes  to  the  NPDs  former  national  chairman,  who,
since leaving the party in 2013, owns a bar in Palma.
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
