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SYNOPSIS

tors rely wholly on the mechanisms of DIRECT CINEMA.

The viewer becomes a friend, colleague, customer or guest, sitt-
ing at the table at mealtimes, singing along in the karaoke bar,
walking the dog and cooking for the child. He endures the long
nights and hopes for good news when the phone rings.

In this world karaoke has a distinctive resonance set against the
background of the Thai culture of decency, in which one's own
emotions are kept in check and, even in private, the deepest
core of the heart remains hidden.
