SYNOPSIS

During the Covid 19 pandemic, numerous sailors from the Pa-
cific island state of Kiribati were stranded in the port of Ham-
burg. In an unlikely collaboration, the German-ltalian artist duo
TO SU worked with them to develop the immersive film installa-
tion OVERSEAS. In a flooded stage space the audience is im-
mersed in the seafarers’ stories of longing and separation, mon-
ey and recognition, pride and community, environmental and cli-
mate risks. Using documentary-performative means, the artists
make inside views of the global movement of goods and its vuln-
erability visible and tangible. OVERSEAS is the first part of a tril-
ogy about the realities of life and working conditions on the
high seas.
